The PlentyHot 
Water Heating System helps en-
sure that you won’t run out of 
hot water, so that your cleaning 
agents work at their optimum 
levels. 

VDFA recommends that a dairy 
uses two separate water heating 
systems, one system for CIP, and 
a second, lower-temperature sys-
tem for hand sinks, spray hoses 
and bathrooms.  This has two 
benefits: 
1. It eliminates the possibility 
that someone will get burned by 
the very hot water needed for 
CIP. 
2. A broken or forgotten spray 
hose will not deplete the hot wa-
ter supply for CIP. 



Did you know that on your new or 

renovated dairy your larger water line can 

actually make it more difficult for your 

water heater to give you all the hot water it 

holds?  The hot water flowing out of your 

heater is replaced with cold ground water.  

The faster this water moves. the more it 

stirs up your water heater tank, blending 

the temperature down below the 160° F that 

you should have for proper cleaning. 

Did you know that if the tank walls of your 

water heater drop 50 degrees or more you 

will shorten the tank's life?   Large 

temperature changes in the tank wall 

materials and joints puts undue stress on 

them, weakening them.  When the ground 

water is very cold, condensation can form, 

causing the tank to rust prematurely. 

The PlentyHot Water Heating System heats 

the water first and then puts it in the 

storage tanks.  This means that the storage 

tanks only ever hold hot water, eliminating 

the extreme temperature changes that occur 

in a conventional water heater.  A small 

maintenance heater keeps the water hot and 

ready to use. A pump designed for very hot 

water is then used to pressurize your hot 

water lines. 

Because the PlentyHot Water Heating 

System is designed to hold all the water that 

you need, a heater with a lower recovery 

rate can be used to refill the storage tanks 

during milking.  You won’t need a 

dedicated transformer, or a propane tank 

the size of a bus next to your dairy. 

A conventional boiler and indirect water 

heater combination can give you a lot of hot 

water but it will take two to three times as 

much space in your utility room, and it will 

cost almost twice as much to buy and install 

as the PlentyHot Water Heating System.    

Because you can use ALL of the hot water 

stored in a PlentyHot Water Heating 

System, the storage tanks needed are fewer 

or smaller than with a conventional water 

heating system. 

The storage capacity, heater capacity, and 

pressure pump capacity are all selected to 

fit your specifications.  The unit is then fully 

assembled and tested in our workshop.  

This makes installation as quick and easy as 

installing a single water heater.
